Each bowler has 4 
woods per end.  The first name/number will play with black woods. Matches up to and including the 
quarter finals will be timed. A whistle will sound after 27 minutes after which a new end may not be 
started. 
Two points are awarded for a win and 1 point for a draw. In the event of a bye, you will be awarded 2 
points (ie a win) and 9 shots. 

Scorecards to be signed by both players after every match and returned to the competition secretary! 
8 group winners and the runner up in each group will advance to the last 16, where an open draw will be 
made for the quarter and semi final. Group winners and the runner up will be decided by points, then 
shots difference, then shots for. In the event of a tie, either in determining a runner up or at the end of a 
match in the quarter, semi final or final, a deciding end will be played.
